



























































































































Preparation: 


Set up song with story (30 – 60 seconds)


This weekend I thought, “What a great day to go on a picnic!” So my roommates and I got a blanket for the ground, some bread and cold cuts to make sandwiches, and some sodas from the store. We drove out to the Princeton Battlefield, set up our blanket under a beautiful tree and opened our sodas. I had just finished making my sandwich, when I went to take a sip of my soda and noticed…





Sequence:


Introduction Story


“When I went to take a sip of my soda I noticed…


(2 mins.): SING REFRAIN: “The littlest worm I ever saw, was stuck inside my soda straw” 


What did I find?! – Receive student response


Repeat refrain


 (5 mins.) Help me tell the story by being my echo – repeat after me


VERSE 1: “The littlest worm….” 


Pat knees while singing


VERSE 2: “He said to me…”


Verse 3 – Can you make eye contact with someone? Tell a friend the story when we sing.


VERSE 3: “I took a sip…”


Verse 4 – Walk in a circle when we sing


Verse 4: “And now he’s gone…”


All sing refrains together


Assess singing voice: quality, register, tone, etc.


Are the students repeating melody correctly?


At end of song “FREEZE!”


Freeze means silence, stillness, etc.


WITHOUT VOICES…


Show me your surprised face! – There’s a worm in my straw!


Show me your sad face – I swallowed a worm


Show me your happy face!


Show me you’re listening – show me your hands at your sides, show me good eye contact, show me silent mouths


Lesson Time: 8 – 10 mins.
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Extensions: 





Choose different actions for each verse based on student ability. This song can be repeated in a later lesson and include things such as student soloists or focus on sol ( do descending pattern.
